KEYNOTE LUNCHEON

Joel Stark has been an ASHA member since 1951.  He received his Ph.D. from New York University.  After a decade of teaching and
clinical practice in New York, he assisted in developing the Institute for Childhood Aphasia at Stanford University School of Medicine.
His research and publications during the next few decades involved children with language and literacy disabilities.  In 1969, he became
program director at Queens College, a position he held for thirty-two years.  Throughout his career, he was heavily committed to our
professional involvement with language and literacy.  In 2001, he was awarded the Honors of ASHA. Dr. Stark's keynote address titled,
Childhood Language and Literacy Disabilities: Roots, Myths, and Realities promises to be a very entertaining and informative presen-
tation. During the past fifty years, there have been marked changes in the understanding of the nature of language development and the
management of its disabilities.  This presentation will detail and critically appraise the evolution and current state of the art.

Joanne Gerenser is the Executive Director of the Eden II Programs in Staten Island, NY.  Ms. Gerenser  received her Master’s Degree from
The Ohio State University and is completing her Ph.D. in Speech and Hearing at the City University of New York Graduate Center. She is
a member of the Scientific Advisory Council for the Organization for Autism Research and the President of the New York State Associa-
tion for Behavior Analysis.

Kathryn Bayles is Professor and Head of the Department of Speech and Hearing Sciences at the University of Arizona. Dr. Bayles is a
Fellow in the American Speech-Language-Hearing Association and has served as President of the Academy of Neurologic Communica-
tion Disorders and Sciences. Her research focus is cognitive-linguistic disorders of individuals with neurodegenerative diseases, head
trauma, and stroke, and their assessment and treatment.

Theodore J. Glattke is a Professor of Speech and Hearing Sciences at the University of Arizona.  He is the co-editor, with Martin
Robinette, of Otoacoustic Emissions, Clinical Aspects, and the author of numerous articles and book chapters on physiological mea-
sures of auditory function.

SHORT COURSE AND WORKSHOP PRESENTERS

Alison M. Grimes is Director of Audiology at Providence Speech and Hearing Center, and teaches at California State Universities at
Fullerton and San Bernardino.  She has served on the Boards of the American Academy of Audiology and the American Auditory Society
and chaired the Professional Practices Committee of AAA, under whose auspices the Pediatric Amplification Protocol was written.
Joel C. Kahane is Professor in the School of Audiology and Speech-Language Pathology at The University of Memphis. He has done
extensive research on the anatomy and developmental changes in the larynx and upper airway. Dr. Kahane is actively involved in clinical
practice specializing in voice and resonance disorders and rehabilitation of persons with head-neck cancer and craniofacial abnormali-
ties.

Electrical stimulation therapy has been introduced recently for
treatment of dysphagia. Initial claims regarding its effective-
ness have indicated a 97% success rate in treating individuals
with swallowing disorders.

Deficits in speech, language and communication are universally
present to some degree in children on the Autism Spectrum. This
workshop will review the research literature in the area of lan-
guage acquisition and discuss how this information can help in
understanding the deficits present within autism and related dis-
orders. Strategies for promoting speech and language in chil-
dren with autism will be reviewed with an emphasis on integrat-
ing psycholinguistic research and applied behavior analysis.

Robert W. Sweetow is the Director of Audiology and Clinical Professor in the Department of Otolaryngology at the University of
California, San Francisco. He is a member of the Board of Directors of the American Academy of Audiology. Dr. Sweetow has written
numerous book chapters and articles on amplification, counseling and rehabilitation, and clinical management of the tinnitus patient.

Fran Roberts is the Vice President for Professional Services at the Arizona Hospital and Healthcare Association and Director of the
Healthcare Institute.  Dr. Roberts has served as the Director of the Center on Aging at St. Luke’s Medical Center in Phoenix and her areas
of research include public policy, geropsychiatric nursing, and the healthcare workforce.

Robert M. Mason earned an M.S. and Ph.D. in speech pathology from the University of Illinois and a DMD from University of Kentucky.
He was Professor and Chief of Orthodontics at Duke University Medical Center and currently has a private practice in orthodontics in
Durham, NC. Dr. Mason has authored numerous publications in the areas of clefts/craniofacial anomalies and myofunctional disorders.

Nelson Roy is an Assistant Professor in the Department of Communication Disorders at the University of Utah and holds an adjunct
appointment in the Department of Surgery, Division of Otolaryngology-Head & Neck Surgery, University of Utah Medical Center. As
both a researcher and seasoned voice clinician, Dr. Roy has published and presented extensively in the area of voice disorder assessment
and management.

Debra Suiter is an Assistant Professor in the School of Audiology and Speech-Language Pathology at The University of Memphis. Dr.
Suiter's research focuses on assessing the appropriateness and accuracy of instrumental evaluations of swallowing and examining the
efficacy of dysphagia treatment.

William (Bill) Murphy is a speech-language pathologist at Purdue University. He has worked for over 25 years with children and adults
who stutter. He is a past Steering Committee member of ASHA’s Special Interest Division of Fluency and Fluency Disorders and is
recognized as a Fluency Specialist. Mr. Murphy believes that successful stuttering therapy incorporates both the modification of speech
behavior as well as emotional and attitudinal changes.

Robert W. Keith is Professor and Director in the Division of Audiology at the University of Cincinnati Medical Center and Professor in
Communication Sciences and Disorders at the University of Cincinnati. Dr. Keith is a past president of the American Academy of
Audiology and considered a leading authority on the subject of Auditory Processing Disorders.

Jane Kitson holds a B.S. in Elementary Education with over 20 years experience teaching young children ages 2-7. She is a published
author of over 270 original songs and finger plays and has spoken at conferences with over 60,000 educators. Those who have attended
her sessions describe them as being, "hands-on, high energy, user friendly, fast paced and most of all FUN!"
